suspension of 3
govt officials in
Pune EVM case

‘EC made officers scapegoat’

THE MAHARASHTRA
Administrative Tribunal (MAT)
directed the state government to
set aside the suspension of three
government officials ordered by
Election Commission of India
(ECI)in the alleged case of lapses
on their part in making security
arrangements for the EVMs and
VVPATs at the strong room of
Pune’s Purandar tehsil, which falls
in Baramati Lok Sabha con-
stituency.

The MAT order by Justice VK
Jadhav dated April 2, stated that
the ECI's directions to suspend
were “without application of
mind” and the officers have been
made “scapegoats” and suspen-
sion was “an arbitrary exercise of
powers by the Election
Commission of India”.

“Suspension is an interim
measure in the aid of disciplinary
proceedings so that the delin-
quent may not gain custody or
control of papers or take any ad-
vantage of his position. In the in-
stant case it appears that all the
applicants have been suspended
without any reasons and justifica-
tion. The Election Commission of
India has exercised the powers ar-

mind,” said the order from the
MAT. It added that the depart-
mentalinquiry has beeninitiated
and suspension was not neces-
sary. “Ithasbeenreported by the
Superintendent of Police, Pune
Rural that from the investigation
it appears that breaking into the
Taluka Treasury and stealing cash
seems to be the motive of the
thieves. In my considered opin-
ion, the Election Commission of
India has hastily directed the
Chief Secretary, Government of
Maharashtra to suspend the ap-
plicants. The said directionissued
by respondent Election
Commission of India appears to
be without application of mind,”
the order stated.

Varsha Landge (deputy collec-
tor), Vikram Rajput (tehsildar)
and Tanajai Barade (subdivisional
police officer) had approached
the MAT after on February 6, the
ECIdirected the chief secretary to
suspend the three of the lapses on
their part in making security
arrangements for the EVMs and
VVPATs. “Prima-facie, no case is
made out against the applicants
for dereliction of duties and/or
the negligence in performing the
duties. In the given set of allega-
tions, it is very unlikely that the

Heatwave conditions grip state:
23 heatstroke cases in 28 days

WITH TEMPERATURES soaring,
the state hasseen 23 cases of heat-
stroke so far, though no fatalities
have been confirmed. In view of
this, health experts emphasised
the urgent need toimplement the
government’s heatwave action
plan, particularly in rural regions
where casesand deaths occur fre-
quently.

Since March, Maharashtra has
been grappling with heatwave
conditions across various districts,
resultinginaworrisome tally of 23
heatstroke cases within just 28
days — 10 of which have been
recorded in the last 10 days alone.
The worst-hit has been Amravati,
withthree cases reported, and two
cases each in Raigad, Pune, Beed,
Buldhana and Kolhapur.
Additionally, Thane, Ahmednagar,
Akola, Bhandara, Chandrapur,
Dhule, Gadchiroli, Jalgaon,
Nanded, and Satara have each re-
ported one case.

No confirmed deaths have
been reported in the state.
However, there is one suspected
death in Chhatrapati
Sambhajinagar, where a 30-year-
old man reportedly succumbed to
heatstroke.

Aheatwave is a prolonged pe-
riod of excessively hot weather,
typically accompanied by high hu-
midity, posing healthrisks suchas
heatstroke and dehydration.
Heatstroke symptoms need ur-
gentattention: moving the person
toacoolerarea, offering cold water
and applying damp cloth tolower
body temperature. Intravenous
saline may be needed to restore
fluids and electrolytes.

With temperatures hitting 39
degrees Celsius in Chhatrapati
Sambhajinagar, hospitals are see-
ing a rise in patients showing
symptoms of heatstroke daily.
Sambhajinagar’s health centres
and private hospitals have admit-

ted a total of 100 patients, with
dizziness, nausea, vomiting, and
headache. Day by day, Mumbai's
nights are growing warmer, with
higher humidity levels than dur-
ing the day, resulting in nighttime
sweating. Meteorologists warned
Mumbaikars to brace for scorch-
ing daytime temperatures cou-
pled with nighttime humidity.
Tuesday night recorded a hu-
midity level of 76 per cent, in con-
trast to 62 per cent during the day.
Meteorologist Rajesh Kapadia at-
tributes this phenomenon today-
time heat causing humidity todis-
sipate, only to surge significantly
at night, causing discomfort and

Seeking VRS, IPS
officer set to contest
from Dhule on VBA
ticket approaches HC

IPS OFFICER Abdur Rehman, whose candida-
ture has been announced by Vanchit Bahujan
Aghadi (VBA) for Dhule Lok Sabha constituency,
has approached the Bombay High Court with a
plea seeking VRS.

Rahman argued that he has to relinquish his
office as he has been fielded for the upcoming
elections and therefore sought that rejection of
his VRS application by authorities be set aside.

Rahman had resigned from his post of
Inspector General, State Human Rights
Commission, in 2019 in protest against the
Citizen Amendment Act (CAA) Bill passed by
the Rajya Sabha. However, his resignation and
earlier applications for VRS were not accepted.

Advocate Jasim A Shaikh for Rahman sought
from a division bench of Chief Justice Devendra
Kumar Upadhyaya and Justice Arif S Doctor to
hear and dispose of his plea as early as possible
toenable him to contest the upcoming elections
in Dhule scheduled on May 20.

After Rahman had tendered his resignation,
the government authority concerned had said
the issue related to his VRS application was
pending before the judicial forums.

Rahman had challenged before the Central
Administrative Tribunal an October 2019 order
by Union and state home ministries rejecting
his request for VRS. He had initially sought vol-
untary retirement in 2017, which was with-
drawn by him and once again requested for the
same in March, 2018 under Rule 16(2-A) of the
All India Services (Death-cum-Retirement
Benefits) Rules, 1938.

The second request was rejected by the gov-
ernment in 2018 on the grounds that discipli-
nary proceedings were pending against him,
which were closed in January 2019. Rahman
made a third application for VRS, which was re-
jected by the Union Home Ministry in October
2019, which he had challenged before the CAT
through an appeal. However, in December last
year the Mumbai bench of the tribunal dis-
missed his appeal, prompting him to approach
the High Court.

The lawyer representing respondent author-
ity, however, claimed that the rejections of VRS
applications were justified as petitioner had
brazenly continued to not attend the service
over the last few years. The HC is likely to hear
his plea on April 18.
